International Day of Human Space Flight:

International Day of Human Space Flight was celebrated at the Centre on April 12, 2022
in collaboration with Russian Centre for Science and Culture in Mumbai. The programme
started with homage to Cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin by the chief guest, His Excellency Mr
Aleksei V Surovtsev, the Consul General of Russiain Mumbai and by the guest of honour,
Dr Elena Remizova, Vice-Consul & Director of Russian House in Mumbai along with other
69 invitees by offering flowers. To commemorate the event an online quiz and an open
house quiz on the topic ‘Space Flight’ was organized by the Centre. 772 students
registered for the online quiz and 89 students submitted the solutions. 162 visitors
participated in the Open House Quiz.

W orld Health Day:

The Centre commemorated World Health Day as a part of AKAM programme by
organising online science quiz on theme ‘Health’on 5t April 2022. 141 people solved the
quiz.
